
The monthly meeting of the Ridgefield Lake Association was held on Thursday, December 16th, at 7:00 P.M. at the Naishtut home.  

In attendance: Norman Naishtut, Chair; John Keegan, Bob Meyer, Harry Sewell, David Sarath, Alex Sabido, Brad Kimmelman, Julie Henderson & Neil Farrow.

Finance: The December budget report prepared by Marc S was discussed. Although the amount collected from membership dues was below that budgeted, the RLA will end the year with a small surplus resulting from the sale of T-shirts.

Dam Progress: A bill has been received from Anchor Engineering. David S will contact Marc S to determine how much Anchor has been paid for their services. David S noted that Anchor is about a year behind their original schedule. Once the amounts billed have been determined Norman N will contact Anchor to discuss lack of progress and the extent to which additional funds will be sent to them. 

2004 Holiday Party: There will be no holiday party due to the short time available for organization.

2005 Schedule: Julie H will aim to get a newsletter out around Jan 20th 2005. Bill and Betsy H will be approached regarding the possibility of following the newsletter with a membership mailing in early February, 2005

Water Level: David S will lower the water level gradually to protect the boards on top of the dam.

Fall Cleanup: The low turnout at the Fall cleanup was noted. It was also noted that the long dock on Crescent Beach had broken free of its moorings and that a repair will be required next year.

Board Membership: The resignation of Gloria R was noted. Julie H will approach the Prials to determine their interest in serving on the Board. Norm N will contact Bob Maher to determine whether he is still on the board. 

Crescent Drive Right of Way: The re-opening of the right of way on Crescent Drive was discussed. There was unanimous support for allowing controlled access to the Lake at this location, with the caveat that no major clearing would occur and that the aesthetics not be disturbed. There was a discussion regarding what language should be used to communicate this decision to Michael Donnelly (the resident that first brought this issue to the Board’s attention). The Board voted 8:1 in favor of stating that it was in favor of opening the right of way subject to the following 4 conditions:

· The pathway should be approximately four feet wide

· No trees should be removed during cleaning of the path

· The path should have minimal aesthetic impact 

· Debris/Trash/Logs lying along the path may be removed.

Water Treatment: John K will convene a meeting of the Water Treatment Committee to discuss options/treatment proposals for 2005.

The next meeting of the RLA Board is scheduled for Saturday Jan 15th at 10 am. Budget issues, including those relating to the Dam project, will be discussed.
